Debriefing
Immediately following each evolution the Instructor in Charge shall conduct a debriefing.  All participants should be prepared to discuss technique, efficiency, safety, operational directives and critical thinking.  Debriefing is intended to share ideas to improve safety and efficiency.
Mayday
In the event of an emergency to either a participant and/or support staff, they or any witness shall transmit “mayday, mayday, mayday” and exit or assist with exit from the building.   “Mayday” can be initiated by three consecutive blasts from engine air horn.  All intact crews will exit burn building and report to the northeast side.  All officers/instructors will remain with crew and report a PAR when requested by Instructor in Charge.  RIT shall extinguish the fire and will actively engage in the removal of the injured if needed.  During an emergency event the Instructor in Charge will become the Incident Commander.  This transition of IC will NOT be aired over the active channel.
